Forum (YG Forum) to be held August 1- August 6, 2022 in Seoul, S. Korea.

Each year, the YG Forum program, hosted by The Korea Federation of Science and Technology
Societies (KOFST, $t=1tst7| & tHAf| & A H3)), brings young Korean heritage students/researchers from

all over the world. 110 young generation participants (including 40 from Korea) will have a valuable
opportunity to meet together, share their experience/knowledge, and create a world-wide network. In this
year, the AKCSE will send approx. 14 delegates from Canada to YG Forum. All travel/local expenses
(including airfare*, accommodation — 5 nights, and meals) will be covered by KOFST. So, it would be
appreciated if you could forward this call to your chapter and local community (including newspapers).

¥ However, if the COVID-19 situation persists, KOFST will review whether or not to hold one in

Seoul, or one on a regional (North America) basis. The final notification of the event will be
announced in June.

This year, we are also sending applicants in the under-privileged (AF2| & 2F#}) category. This category
will be evaluated differently from regular applicants.

*Airfare will be reimbursed up to USD $1800 (East), USD $1500 (Central), USD $1200 (West) or actual
fare, whichever is less.

AKCSE will submit the selected applicants and the final approval will be done by KOFST. Moreover, the
selected patrticipants will need to fill the additional forms at www.ultari.org

Call for Applications for 2022 YG Forum

1.Eligibility Requirements

The applicant must meet ALL requirements below

- 1.5 or 2nd generation Korean-Canadian [born in Canada or have attended schools in Canada at least
for 6 years (including high school)]

- Canadian citizen or Permanent resident

- Born after 1992.1.1

- Student Status at the Time of YG Forum participation — undergraduate student
- Major in Science and Engineering (including medical, medicine, and nursing)

- Ability to communicate effectively in English and Korean

- Must NOT have attended previous YG Forums

- Min. GPA should be at least 75% (cumulative) or 3 out of 4.

- Under privileged category will be evaluated separately.

2. Application Deadline: March 27, 2022 (Application package should be submitted electronically by this
date)

3. How to Apply

a) Application documents

- Application form (Attached in this announcement)

- Scanned copy of Canadian Passport or Permanent Resident Card as proof

- Most recent transcript (Important Note: The applicant should convert GPA in his/her transcript to % and
this GPA in % should be given in the application form).

- The applicant should arrange one recommendation letter (AKCSE Chapter president, Graduate
supervisor, Course instructor, or Professor).

a) Eligibility: Undergraduate Students who can keep their student status at their current universities
throughout the internship period must have applied to YGF

b) Application Period: March 27, 2022
¢) Period: 1 month (Choose 1 from 7.1 ~ 7.31 before YGF event / 8.8 ~ 9.7 after hosting)

d) Place of work: UST campus (10 institutions including Korea Institute of Science and Technology
(KIST))

X The UST Internship Selection Committee has the authority to select work locations for each
intern.

e) Submission deadline: 2022. 3. 27 (Fri)

f) Benefits: Accommodation, Visa documents, Insurance, activity expenses, advisor/mentor, various
programs, etc.
